The goals of the TaxWorks data conversion are as follows:

1. To convert only the 2005 ProSeries data (to 2005 TaxWorks format) that you will need to run the
Update Clients feature, which transfers your 2005 TaxWorks data to 2006 TaxWorks.

2. To convert only the 2005 ProSeries data (to 2005 TaxWorks format) that will allow you to
generate complete and accurate tax organizers.

The data conversion is NOT intended to do the following:

1. To convert all of your data.
2. To allow you to generate a complete and accurate 2005 TaxWorks tax return.

Note: Do not process/prepare 2005 tax returns using only the converted information, as tax calculations
may not be accurate.
